The Binks Model 140B spray gun is used for spraying
solvents to clean engines and other machinery. Gun has a
brass body with a ten inch nozzle/tube length. Flexible
tubing is attached to the gun handle with a hose clamp for

siphoning solvent from container. 1/4" NPS(m) air inlet.
Requires 14 CFM air at 50 PSI. Working CFM can range
from 8-1/2 to 18-1/2 CFM and from 40 to 100 PSI.
